 What you will pay for a homestay 
 Homestay Costs 

Staying with a host family is a wonderful way to relax in the school holidays or for exeat weekends. The family 
offer a congenial atmosphere of a home with regular meals and a chance to unwind from the hard work during 
the term.  We will, wherever possible, make sure that we find a host to suit your child’s needs, whether that is 
for music practice or extra quiet hosts for study and revision time.  

It is important to note that your child will have a bedroom with room to study or a separate area within the 
home allocated for this purpose. He/she will have use of either an ensuite bathroom or the family bathroom 
(with lockable door) and will be allocated space in the fridge and use of the kitchen to make snacks or drinks. 
The hosts will provide three meals daily (or otherwise arranged) and will be informed of any dietary, religious 
or allergy needs so that your child feels comfortable and cared for by their hosts.   

Please note that where there is a cost to you, as parents, we would always communicate with you first and 
attain your permission. 

There will be other opportunities of which we will inform you – for instance: day trips to UK sights eg, castles, 
adventure parks and shopping outlets. We will also be offering study weeks particularly in the Easter holidays. 
These will be offered to groups and there will be a one-off charge which will include transport and entrance 
tickets.  We will require permission from you to take your child with us and will contact you as these trips are 
offered throughout the year.

 There is an administration charge of £250.00 for all clients.  We will invoice you for any extra costs by the last 
week of term (as necessary) and as per agreement signed by you as parents; the balance will be due within 28 
days.

   Disbursement Costs
